	Any learning activity, pathway or programme should support Practice Development Educators (PDEs) to meet all learning outcomes. 

	Support
	Professional supervision and support provided by experienced and, where appropriate, qualified others – on individual or group basis.

	Assessment process
	PDEs should evidence achievements against learning outcomes for the relevant specialism.  
Evidence generated from a range of opportunities which demonstrate the learning outcomes, in line with the principles of holistic assessment.

	2. Observation of practice
	At least one direct observation of a PDE facilitating learning, supervising and/or assessing against the PCF.

	3. Assessors
	All assessors of PDE learners
 to be appropriately experienced and qualified and normally able to evidence Professional Educator capabilities in the PCF. 

	4. Assessment standards
	Employers may wish to develop mechanisms which ensure that all their PDEs are meeting the learning outcomes and the assessment framework.
The final assessment decision will be made by the employer, normally working in partnership with other stakeholders


	Requirement
	New pathways ASYE, AMHP and CPD 

	Quality assurance 
	Employers and employer/HEI partnerships are recommended to develop quality assurance processes to ensure robust decision making and to promote standardisation. HEIs have quality assurance processes for programmes they deliver or accredit.
